Topics covered during the training include:
e Patient Assessments (BATH)
e Pressure points and direct pressure usage to control hemorrhage
e Tourniquet nomenclature and usage
e Chest seal familiarity and usage
e Junctional injury interventions
¢ Role of hypothermia in bleeding control
e Lift, drag, and carry techniques to aid extraction

The class will include practical exercises that are rooted in VINCIBLE cornerstones and will be “hands-
